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United Women in Faith October Meeting

The UWF unit meeting was held on October 12 at 6:30
in conjunction with the More Than Moms group. The
speaker was Liz Melcher from HOPES.

Liz Melcher has worked for Lutheran Services in lowa
for 10 years. She is the Early Childhood Service Coor-
dinator for Black Hawk, Tama, and Benton counties. Liz
has a bachelor's degree in Social Work, is a Nationally
Certified Family Support Specialist, a Certified Lacta-
tion Consultant and is trained in Labor and Postpartum
Doula practices and Childbirth Education.

HOPES (Healthy Opportunities for Parents to Expe-
rience Success) is an early childhood home visiting
program in Black Hawk County. It is a free and vol-
untary program. The main focus of the HOPES pro-
gram is to meet families where they're at and support
them through their baby’s first years of life. The target
enrollment population is prenatal through the first 90
days of life and home visitors will stay with the family
until the child is 3-5 years old. At each visit the home
visitor will provide parenting education and an activity
for the parent and child to do together. Home visitors

also complete several screenings and assessments

with families on a regular basis. If there are any needs
that arise referrals are made for further screening. Home
visitors will also connect families to community resources

that may benefit the family.

The Family Support and Wellness program addresses
these issue. When a mother successfully completes its
components, she can earn scholarship for additional edu-

cation.

Boost is an exciting program that helps to build employ-
ment by elevating job skills enabling a woman to work in
higher paying and more fulfilling jobs. By partnering with
area businesses, 6-week job shadow experiences allow

women to experience new types of employment that can
lead to higher paying jobs and decrease or eliminate de-

pendency on community resources.

House of Hope is entirely community funded. This allows
the agency to manage their programs and adjust as the
needs of the community evolve. An example of this flexi-
bility is a program created during the pandemic that kept
72 families in their homes. If House of Hope was gov-
ernment funded, it is unlikely that they would have been
able to do this. They have 12 staff, 9 of whom are fulltime.

They rely heavily on volunteers.



Fellowship Hall Remodel

The Fellowship Hall committee is pleased to an-

nounce that the hall is open for business!

The journey began when funds from church members
were available for fellowship hall. All the remodel
decisions were made last summer and early
September, and the committee made sure all
products could be delivered and installed in October!
Our goal was to get this major job done in a month to

disrupt church life in as short a time as possible.

We started to dismantle the stage with a great group
of volunteers after the contemporary service on
Sunday, September 25. Green chairs were moved out
Monday evening by hard-working boy scouts. After
community meals on September 27, volunteers and
professionals removed the carpets from the walls

and floors.
Every aspect of the room was touched

We were focused on updating, acoustics, contempo-
rary service, and meal service functions. To meet our
acoustic needs (once the carpet was off the walls), we
replaced all ceiling tiles with a higher acoustic sound
absorption value. Look up and see how clean and

nice the ceiling looks! We added acoustic panels on

the west wall (opposite the stage broadcast). We in-

stalled high impact
abuse resistant 5/8-
inch gypsum wall
boards on the lower
walls. All

lower walls, door
and window trims
were painted by
church volunteers.
New window sillls and coordinating wall
protection under the dishwasher opening were
added. High quality vinyl flooring was installed
in meal service and high traffic areas, and carpet
tiles in the remaining center floor area. And the

stage platform was redesigned and rebuilt.

The committee is grateful for the support from
staff and - especially - Custodian John for all

their help.

We met our goal of getting the remodel
completed in a month as the Contemporary
service opened fellowship hall on Oct. 30. It has
been a great experience (next - maybe we can

get some new chairs?).
